· Mercantilism is the policy of building a nation's wealth by exporting more goods than it imports
· Colonies were instrumental in this policy as they supplied their parent nations with raw materials that were used to produce finished goods, and then exported back to the colonies

· Poor Harvest drove the price of bread/food higher than the people could afford (inflation price of goods go higher))

· Encouragement of the American Revolution Success

· Influence of the Enlightenment ideas and thinkers (Equality, Liberty)

· Committee of Public Safety was formed to protect France

· Leader of the Committee of Public Safety was Robespierre 

· Sent 40,000 people to death by the guillotine 

· Eliminated political opponents

- The people of France, the third estate- MIDDLE CLASS
14. Why did the French people support Napoleon Bonaparte?

- War hero
- Created a sense of stability in France

- Movement toward Revolutions

- People wanted a say in their government, threatened the Monarchies of Europe

- Harsh winter conditions

- Human Resources: Population was large to be able to work factories

- Capital: People had money to invest in factories and railroads

- Stable Government: Government was able to focus on aiding the economy

21 . What were some of the problems associated with factories and factory workers during the early Industrial Age?

- Working Hours

· Worked 12-16 hour shifts

· Workers received little pay

Unsafe Conditions

· Unsafe machines because they had no safety device to turn off machines

· Coal dust and chemicals in factories caused workers to become sick

Child Labor

· Children would work long hours in cramp spaces

Women Labor

· Women worked long hours in the factories 

Hired to run and fix machines because of their small bodies and hands

- New Machines used in the textile industry to make clothing faster
23. What impact did the Industrial Revolution have on the growth of cities?


- Factories were located in the city


- People moved from the country side to the cities to work in the factory

- Movement from the country side to the city is called urbanization

s- Father of communism
- Wrote the Communist Manifesto

- Felt that the proletariat (Factory workers) would rise up against the Bourgeois (Factory owners)
25.  What did Thomas Malthus believe about food supply and population growth?
- Famine and disease would regulate the world's food supply and population

26.   Define the economic theory of laissez-faire capitalism.

- Government would not get involved in Economic affairs- HANDS OFF
- Free market where the people would determine the prices of goods
